A letter explaining the importance of this 
process was sent to all members, asking them to sign up for 
an appointment.  47 out of the 65-70 who attend every 
Sunday participated.  Following that weekend, Cathy Sherry, 
then chair of the Committee on Ministry, shared the findings 
with members of our Consistory.  Salem found this information 
was valuable when writing our congregational profile.  We 
found that the congregation works well together, has talented 
members, and has a sense of heritage in Salem’s long history.
